By international standards, students in public schools in Canada, and especially in Alberta, perform very well on performance
indicators deemed important by the Organization for Economic Co-operation and Development (OECD). This is not an argument
that schools in Canada do not need to improve, however. As a matter of fact, the imperative for improvement is particularly
evident in respect to performance of public education |

A growing number of researchers have come to realize that meaningfully leading schools requires more than the leadership of a
single formal leader within the school. For instance, for meaningful, sustained improvement to occur in schools and school
systems there must be recognition that schools are just one component of a complex learning system that is composed of
multiple dynamic interrelated subsystems that interact to influence student learning. In his presentation, | will explore some of
the components of this complex learning system and will particularly focus upon unraveling the interrelationships among three
primary sources of formal leadership for education: schools, school districts, and government.

Aboriginal Performance on Standardized Tests: Evidence and Analysis from B.C.

No community can prosper unless the overwhelming majority achieves reasonable rungs on the education ladder, starting with

high school certification. A high school diploma is a low rung. For a majority in any community to achieve what Canadians
consider “middle class incomes"”, mo st mu st achieve hi
inaccessible to those without high school. Given the severity of Aboriginal school dropout rates across Canada, Aboriginal

education deserves more serious attention than it has been accorded.

Undeniably, Aboriginal students face serious obstacles —including discrimination —to education success. Dr. John Richards will

discuss assessme n t of Aboriginal student s’ perf ormance on <coOfr €
(known as Foundation Skills Assessment or FSA) are administered in reading, writing and numeracy in grades four and seven. In

understanding the Aboriginal / non-Aboriginal gap in FSA tests, several factors matter: socio-economic conditions of student

families, peer effects, and schools in particular school districts.

What are the successful school districts doing right? It is hard to be precise, but in summary they stress Aboriginal education
success as a long-term priority; they have more successfully involved Aboriginal leaders and families in school affairs; they
extensively use objective data on Aboriginal student performance; and they follow through on policy implementation

BIOGRAPHIES

Dr. Bruce Sheppard is a tenured professor at the Faculty of Education, Memorial University of Newfoundland.
Previously, he has served as Chief Executive Officer/Director of Education for Eastern School District and Avalon
West School District, Associate Dean of Graduate Programs and Research at the Faculty of Education at Memorial
University, assistant superintendent of Education for Western Integrated School Board, and principal of Ascension
Collegiate, Bay Roberts, Newfoundland and Labrador. His research interests include educational leadership at the
school and school district level, governance in education, educational change, organizational learning and the
development of professional learning in educational settings, the facilitation of authentic student learning, program
implementation, and e-learning.

Dr. John Richards was born in the United Kingdom. John Richards grew up in Saskatchewan, and served as an
elected member of the Saskatchewan government in the 1970s. Trained as an economist, he is a member of the
faculty in the Gradate Public Policy Program at Simon Fraser University in Vancouver, Canada. He has written
extensively on social policy in Canada, primarily via the C.D. Howe Institute (most publications available online at
http://www.cdhowe.org), where he holds the Roger Phillips chair in social policy. His recent publications include
monographs on poverty and Aboriginal education policy. He co-edits Inroads, a Canadian public policy journal (see
http://www.inroadsjournal.ca). In addition, he has undertaken teaching and research in Bangladesh over the last two
decades. He heads the Centre for Policy Research, which is linked to the International University of Business
Agriculture and Technology in Dhaka (see http://www.iubat.edu/cpr).
